Episode 1 of “The Motor Excursion Ruffians” was recorded 
on February 11, 2001, in western New Jersey and released on 
my old Internet radio station, Bluffcosm.com. Episode 2 was 
recorded on April 4-5, 2003 (between The Overnightscape #4 
and #5), on a visit down to see our friend Bryan in Virginia.

I started a magazine in college with my friend Mike. It was 
called Anything But Monday, and by 1988 we were distributing 
it to comic books shops nationwide. Unfortunately, we didn’t 
sell enough copies to keep it going, and by the summer of 1989 
the business was falling apart.

On August 16, 1989, just 3 months before the final collapse of 
the magazine in November, Mike and I took a trip up to Bethel, 
NY, where people had gathered in an impromptu celebration 
of the 20th Anniversary of Woodstock, often referred to as 
Woodstock ‘89 (here is the Wikipedia article on it.) The idea 
was that we would take pictures and interview people for a 
feature in the magazine. We recorded a 90-minute tape of the 
event, primarily so we could transcribe the interviews for the 
magazine.

After we left Bethel, our car broke down and we watched the 
lunar eclipse in the parking lot of some municipal building in 
the middle of nowhere. Eventually, our business partner Jim 
Lord came and rescued us. We put together the feature for our 
last issue, as seen below (click for larger pictures):

The interview tape sat in a box for over 11 years. In January 
2001, I finally listened to it and put in on computer, editing 
some segments for my Internet radio station, Bluffcosm.com. I 
was amazed at how vastly superior the audio itself was to the 
print piece we had derived from it. At that time, I put together 
5 audio pieces (“Blufftoons”), totalling about 20 minutes. Plus, 
I exctracted a segment called “Mountain Madness” which I 
used in several other Blufftoons.

Now, on December 17, 2005, I am finally releasing the audio 
of the complete tape. Absolutely nothing is edited out - this is 
the full, raw audio. Besides being quite entertaining, I think 
this recording also has some historical significance. I hope you 
enjoy it!!!

In 2008, after 5 years of doing The Overnightscape, I was 
looking for a new method of doing the show that would take 
less time and effort. This experiment in field recording became 
“The Rampler”, and it was such a different experience, I took 
it in a whole new direction. It very quickly grew in popularity, 
largely due to my involvement in the “Andy Kaufman Lives” 
phenomenon. This led to an opportunity to bring the show to 
a real radio station - WFMU. But as 2009 wore on, the show’s 
popularity (at least as I perceived it) diminished, and the 
pressures of being on the “real” radio took away some of the 
spirit of spontaneity that the show had in its early months. And 
then... WFMU canceled the show. A little over a year after it 
had begun, The Rampler was finished.

I chose to continue my Internet radio recordings here on “The 
Overnightscape Underground” (which has been going great), 
and drop “The Rampler” name. While it is a good name, and 
I had a blast doing it, the name “The Rampler” is associated 
with energy and vibes that I would rather put behind me.

But what a wild ride it was!! This 15-minute audio piece is 
a brief encapsulation of the whole experience... but it’s all 
available for you to listen to...

- WORLD’S FINEST COMICS 113: published on September 
6, 1960 and edited by Jack Schiff. The cover was pencilled by 
Curt Swan and inked by Stan Kaye. It featured the Superman 
/ Batman story, BAT-MITE MEETS MR. MXYZPTLK, written 
by Jerry Coleman, pencilled by Dick Sprang and inked by 
Sheldon Moldoff. This story was reprinted in BATMAN FROM 
THE THIRTIES TO THE SEVENTIES, WORLD’S FINEST 
COMICS ARCHIVES vol. III and SHOWCASE PRESENTS: 
WORLD’S FINEST vol. II. (I may have mistakenly said vol. III. 
That’s what I had written in my notes.)

The remaining Superman related titles were edited by Mort 
Weisinger.

- SUPERMAN 141: published on September 15, 1960. The 
cover was pencilled by Curt Swan and inked by Stan Kaye. 
SUPERMAN’S RETURN TO KRYPTON was written by 
Jerry Siegel, pencilled by Wayne Boring and inked by Stan 

Kaye. It was reprinted in SUPERMAN IN THE SIXTIES, 
SUPERMAN: THE GREATEST STORIES EVER TOLD vol. II 
and SHOWCASE PRESENTS: SUPERMAN vol. II.

- SUPERMAN’S GIRL FRIEND LOIS LANE 21 was published 
on September 22, 1960. The cover featured the second 
story in the issue, and was pencilled by Curt Swan and Kurt 
Schaffenberger (who inked Lois Lane and maybe Lana Lang). 
the rest of the cover was inked by Stan Kaye. THE LOIS LANE 
DOLL was written by Edmond Hamiltonand drawn by Kurt 
Schaffenberger. It was reprinted in SUPERMAN: THE BOTTLE 
CITY OF KANDOR. THE BATTLE BETWEEN SUPER LOIS 
AND SUPER LANA was drawn by Kurt Schaffenberger. The 
writer credit was unknown. It was only reprinted in 80 PAGE 
GIANT #3, with the cover date of September 1964.

I was disappointed to learn that no Superman titles were 
published on my birthday of September 27, 1960. The final 
two Superman related titles were published on September 29, 
1960.

You Power”, which was merely Tony’s mis-remembering of 
“Stance Gives You Balance” that just stuck around). Though 
the resulting music bears little direct relation to “Power Golf”, 
we believe it was conceived and executed in the spirit of the 
book, summed up in the last chapter “Now it’s up to you”. It 
contained “Eight hints on how to lower your score”, which 
include such golden tips as “PLAY SAFE IF YOU CAN’T GET 
A CLEAN SHOT”; “COMMON SENSE” and “DON’T BE 
AFRAID”. “LEARN TO PLAY THE SAND WEDGE” and “USE 
A CLUB WITH ENOUGH LOFT” were perhaps not so relevant 
to our cause but were duly noted and applied vigourously to 
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other areas of our lives.
Most importantly, we learned that most people hit the outside 
of the ball instead of the back of it. Armed with this knowledge 
we are, admittedly, no better off generally, but feel there is at 
least something about ourselves we ought to be in some way 
improving.

The Program was supposedly originated from a mythical radio 
station known as WWSNOW, an A.M. station which featured 
talk programming comprised of the stream-of-consciousness 
ramblings of The SnowMan. The show featured three primary 
personalities:

    * The SnowMan - the self-possessed star of the show and 
boss of the station. Hefty Genitals - NewsMan and general fun-
loving man about town.
    * The program engineer and producer, who speaks over an 
intercom system, often harassing the SnowMan as he does his 
show, but who is never named.
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Other personalities referred to but never heard were Nookie, 
girlfriend of Hefty Genitals, an unnamed secretary, presumably 
the SnowGirl, and the staff psychologist Dr. Weebit Mental, 
though Dr. Weebit does make one appearance.
